Italian Parliament’s Special Committee of Inquiry on Illegal Activities connected with Waste Management
On the basis of Article 82 of the Italian Constitution, from 1997 on, a Parliamentary Committee has been set up in order to carry out investigations and analysis on illegal activities connected with waste management. 

The main aims of this Commission are the following: 

· to check if the Italian laws regarding waste management are correctly applied and if the actions undertaken by the public administration in Italy comply to the law;
· to perform inquiries aimed at clarifying potential illegal activities connected with waste management, in particular with regard to the involved organizations, their position in society and the role performed by organized crime;

· to point out connections between the illegal activities in the waste sector and other economic activities, with special attention to the waste transport between various Regions of Italy and from Italy to third countries;

· to investigate possible illegal behavior by the central and local public administrations and by public or private subjects operating in the sphere of waste management, also with reference to the activities of waste disposal services of local public or private entities;

· to verify the correct implementation of the Law in force, regarding disposal of dangerous waste materials and to perform in depth analysis of possible connections with eventual illegal activities.
The Committee can elaborate legislative proposals and solutions and has the duty to refer to the Parliament. Moreover, the Committee performs its inquiries and researches with the same powers and limitations as those of the regular legal authorities.

The Committee is composed of  12 Senators and 12 Representatives, nominated respectively by the President of the Senate and by the President of the House of Representatives, in proportion with the representation of  the various Parliamentary Groups.
